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CEIBS is the longest-running, largest and top-ranked
China-based international business school, with
all three programmes —MBA, EMBA and Executive
Development short courses — ranked in the global Top
25 by the Financial Times.

Like the existing
campus, the new campus will be composed of a landmark building at the gravity
of the land and the individual buildings linked by a continuous arcade. Such design
offers a tranquil environment for study and communication.
