The CEIBS Shenzhen 
Liaison Office started 
off as a 90-square-meter 
office in Block A of the 
International Chamber of 
Commerce Tower. 

We offered an array of 
Executive Education 
(EDP) programmes, 
and signed cooperation 
agreements with Ping An 
Insurance, NetEase and 
other leading companies. 
Since then, we have 
taken root in South China 
to help local enterprises 
thrive amidst challenges.

2002 We moved our office 
from the International 
Chamber of Commerce 
Tower to Han Tang 
Building in the Overseas 
Chinese Town. 

The CEIBS Shenzhen 
Alumni Chapter, Guang-
zhou Alumni Chapter, 
and Hong Kong & Macao 
Alumni Chapter were 
established.

2004 The CEIBS Shenzhen 
Liaison Office was 
upgraded into the CEIBS 
Shenzhen Representative 
Office.

We opened the first 
EMBA Shenzhen class 
at the Novotel Bauhinia 
Shenzhen in the Overseas 
Chinese Town.

2005 We moved our 
office into a larger 
unit in Han Tang 
Building.

We opened the 
second EMBA 
Shenzhen class.

2006

The first CEIBS Annual Gathering 
(South China) was held at the Marco 
Polo Shenzhen.

Initiated and organized by the CEIBS 
Shenzhen Representative Office, the 
CEIBS HR Management Practice Alli-
ance was established to bring together 
HR directors from leading companies 
in South China.

2007

The CEIBS Hunan 
Alumni Chapter, 
Fujian Alumni 
Chapter and Guizhou 
Alumni Chapter were 
established.

2008

We relocated our office 
to Rongchao Busi-
ness Center, where the 
CEIBS Shenzhen Teach-
ing Center was founded 
to integrate administra-
tive and teaching activi-
ties.

Since 2009, we have 
enrolled two EMBA 
Shenzhen classes annu-
ally.

2009

The CEIBS 
Guangxi Alumni 
Chapter and 
Yunnan Alumni 
Chapter were 
established.

2010

Co-organized by CEIBS and 
Chengwei Capital, the CEIBS-
Chengwei Innovation China Sum-
mit 2011 was hosted in Shenzhen. 
Then-CEIBS Board Director Yan 
Junqi delivered a speech.

We launched the Boyue Forum, 
where eminent scholars delivered 
lectures on humanities and social 
sciences to provide our alumni with 
a rich learning experience.

The CEIBS Zhuhai-Zhongshan-
Jiangmen Alumni Chapter was 
established.

2011

Foreword Just as our students have opted 
for CEIBS for its commit-
ment to conscientiousness, we 
have expanded into the city 
of Shenzhen for its dedica-
tion to innovation. On July 18, 
2002, CEIBS set up a liaison 
office in Shenzhen, with the

2012 was held at the Grand 
Hyatt Shenzhen. Then-CEIBS 
President (European) and 
Chengwei Ventures Chair 
Professor of Entrepreneurship 
Pedro Nueno, then-CEIBS 
President and Professor of 
Management Zhu Xiaoming, 
and then-CEIBS Baosteel 
Chair Professor of Econom-
ics Wu Jinglian, attended the 
forum and delivered speeches.

A folk concert in celebration of 
the 10th anniversary of CEIBS 
Shenzhen Campus was also 
held.

2012

The official CEIBS South 
China WeChat account was 
launched to provide first-
hand information to our 
alumni, students and custom-
ers in South China.

An award for the “Best 
Referrers of CEIBS South 
China” was created in honor 
of alumni and students who 
actively referred EMBA ap-
plicants to CEIBS Shenzhen 
Campus.

2014

2015 marked the 10th anniver-
sary of the EMBA Shenzhen 
class. As of 2015, we had 
enrolled more than 1,000 
students in 17 classes.

The first edition of the “Light 
of Professionals” Learning 
Alliance was held at Rongchao 
Business Center to provide 
CEIBS South China alumni 
with continuous learning.

2015

The 10th CEIBS 
South China Annual 
Gathering was held 
at the InterConti-
nental Shenzhen.

The CEIBS Man-
agement Forum 
and the first Global 
Supply Chain Sum-
mit took place in 
Shenzhen.

2016

We opened the first CEIBS 
Shenzhen EMBA Boot 
Camp.

We opened the first COP 
Class (Capital Operations 
for Business Growth: A 
CEO Perspective) initiated 
and co-developed by the 
Shenzhen Campus.

2018

In celebration of the 25th anniversary of CEIBS, Shenzhen 
Campus kicked off a wide range of activities, including a 
talk show and a concert.

2019 marked the 5th anniversary of the “CEIBS South 
China Best Referrers” campaign. As of 2019, the number of 
referrers had topped 400. 2019 also marked the 3rd anniver-
sary of the “Best CEIBS Shenzhen EMBA Class” award.

For the first time, CEIBS Shenzhen Campus incorporated 
the Real Situation Learning Method™ (RSLM) in South 
China – a combination of classroom teaching with company 
visits where students could engage directly with industry 
experts. 

2019

As of spring 2022, CEIBS Shen-
zhen Campus had welcomed 30 
EMBA classes.

2022 marked the 5th anniversary 
of the CEIBS General Manager 
Programme (AMP) Shenzhen 
class. So far, more than 300 
students have been enrolled.

2022 also marked the 20th an-
niversary of the CEIBS Shenzhen 
campus.

2022

The relocation of the CEIBS Shenzhen 
Teaching Center to Wutong Island 
marked the official founding of CEIBS 
Shenzhen Campus. We also hosted the 
first CEIBS Shenzhen Annual Forum.

The first CEIBS Advanced Management 
Programme (AMP) Shenzhen class was 
launched.

An award for the “Best CEIBS Shenz-
hen EMBA Class” was created and an 
appreciation course was offered to the 
winning class.

The number of CEIBS alumni in South 
China topped 3,000.

2017

In response to the COVID-19 pandemic, CEIBS 
Shenzhen Campus rolled out a range of online 
events to provide a learning platform for tens of 
thousands of entrepreneurs and senior executives 
in South China.

2020 marked the 15th anniversary of the CEIBS 
EMBA Shenzhen class. As of 2020, we had en-
rolled more than 1,500 students in 27 classes.

To facilitate digital transformation, the Executive 
Education (EE) Department launched a programme 
about Corporate Digital Transformation.

Shenzhen Campus also delivered an array of 
courses on humanities and the history of human 
civilization to alumni.

We officially launched the CEIBS South China 
WeChat Channel.

2020

The first CEIBS EMBA salon 
on industry discussion was 
hosted at the Shenzhen Campus.

The “Light of Professionals” 
was upgraded to “company visit 
+ industry salon.”

The CEIBS Zhuhai-Zhongshan-
Jiangmen Alumni Chapter was 
renamed the CEIBS Zhuhai-
Macao Alumni Chapter, while 
the CEIBS Hong Kong-Macao 
Alumni Chapter was renamed 
the CEIBS Hong Kong Alumni 
Chapter.
